FIRE IN SOUTH END

Great Crowd Sees Department Have

Hard Fight For Hours With Blaze
Causing $40,000 Loss

In the Badger
Building

Dickermen Box  Factory
Loss 15 Heavisst

Four alarms were sounded shortly
after 9 Jast night for a fire that
caused between $40,000 and $650,000
the Dickerman box factory, on the
the Dickerman Box Factory, on the
fourth and fifth floors of the Badger
Building, on Wareham st, South End,
and for a time threatened to spread
through the thickly settled district.
The blaze was In the heart of tha
lumber district and caused consider-
able consternation,

The first alarm was sent in at 9:15,
followed in a tew minutes by a third
and a few minutes later by a fourth.

This is the first big fire that has
occurred since Chief Tabor took
charge of the department, and he
was on the scene early directing the
work of the firemen.

Fire Walls Effective

The blaze apparently originated on
the fourth or fifth floor and swept
through to the roof- with lightning-
hike rapidity 'The massing of appa-
ratus that answers four alarms gave
Chief Tabor plenty of hose and men
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with which to keep the blaze under
control. The engines were placed on
Wareham and on Plympton sts, and
m a very short time tons of water
were being played on the fire.

The Dickerman factory extends
through the Badger Building to the
building at 535 Albany st. There
are firec walls between the area in
the Badger Building and that in the
Albany-st building, and they proved
effective in keeping the fire out of
the Albany-st side

Great Crowd on Hand

Although the firemen were able to
prevent the blaze from spreading to
the first and second floors, muech
damage was done to the contents by
water and smoke

Acting Fire Commissioner Man-
ning also went to the scene as soon
as the third alarm was sounded to
wateh the work of the department in
1t> handling of a hot and what
threatened to hecome dangerous fire,

A great crowd of persons was at-
tracted to the fire as soon as the
blaze broke through the roof Police
Capt Driscoll arrived with a detail of
police, and fire lines were soon estab-
lished in order to give the firemen
plenty of room to work One of the
features of the blaze was 1ts intense
heat, and several of the firemen re-
ceived slight injuries to their faces
because of this,

Eighteen engines, six ladder trucks
and two water towers comprised the

apparatus that responded to the
alarm,

Two Firemen Slightly Hurt

The Badger Builldmg, &1 Warcham gt,
where tne blaze occurred, is occupred
tn the fitth floor, where meost of the nre
was, by the Dickerman Box Company
On the fourth 1s the Up-to-Date Tool
Company, un the third by the Boston
Cuombing Company, and on the nrst by
Flann & Bertsch, lumber dealers. The
second foor is vacant.

Milliken Discovered Fire
The fire was discovered by Daniel R,

Millihen an employe of the Bouston IMire
Dipariment repan shops Milhhen saw
the reflection of the tire from a rear
windew of his home at 111 Union Park
st and aftcr assuring himeelf that 1t
Was really a tire 1an to the stieet and
sounded Box 1643 on Albany st op-
Pustte the yards of the Bustun Llevated
Railwag.,

The nre was burning tiercely at the
time, but was contined to the top toor
and would not attract much attention
from the strect fve floors bielow  The
section s hittle traversed after early
whening,

When the (1ew of Engine 3 and Lad-
dor 8 from the Headwuarters group of
buildings or DBristel st, not far away,
Icithed the scene the fire was burning
s briskly and lookid <o thredtening
that Deputy Chief MeLean, in charge
of the South End fire fighting forces, or-
dered the second alarm skipped and a
third alarm rung
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
