One life was lost, a2 fireman who fell
overboard and his three rescuers had
narrow escapes from drowning, a night
watchman was badly burned and sev-
eral men were forced to jump Into the
®art Point Channel at a fire aboard the
steamship City of Bangor at Foster's
Wharf yesterday afternoon.

The damage to the ateamship, owned
by the Eastern Steamship Corporation,
is estimated at $75,000. Two alarms
were sounded and the fire threatened
to destroy Foster's Wharf and com-
mupicate to the wharves of the Nan-
tasket Steamboat Company and the
Narrow Gage Rallroad dock. As yet
no cause has been assigned for the fire.

The fire victim is an unidentified man
about 25 years old. Medical Examiner
Magrath has given out a complete de-
geription of the victim anad is hopetul
of having the body ijdentified.

Rescue of Stickel.

The fire was the most spectacular on
the water front for several years. Its
most thrilling feature was the rescue
from drowning of hoseman Louis C. I
Sticke] of Engine Company 8, Salem at,
North End, who toppled into the water
from the hurricane deck of the steam-
ship.

He dropped 40 feet, falling between
the ship and the wharf. His head
struck the slde of the ship as he fell
and he was unconscious when he struck
the water.

Almost simuitaneously Representative
Lewis R. Sulilvan of Ward 20, Dorches-
ter, Lieut Thomas W. Roose of Engine
g8 and fireman David F. Stewart of Re-
vere dived into the water after him.
Sullivan was watching the fire from the
top of the shed on the whart, and, with-
out removing any clothing, dove 30 feet
to assist in the rescus. Lleut Ruase
was n one of the upper decks, wearing
a rubber coat and boots. but he leaped
fnto the water, too, as did Stewart from
the wharf,

A ladder over which S8tickel had

crossed from the shed on the wharf to
the deck and on which he Is belleved to
have tripped, dropped into the water,
and, as Stickel came to the surface, his
head became entangled in one of the
Tungs

Lieut Roose extricated the head of his
subordinate from the ladder and, plac-
ing a life preserver around Stickel,
towed him, assisted by Representative
Sullivan and fireman Stewart, to the
tug Edwin Pillsbury. He was taken
aboard and looked after until removed
to the Reliet Statfon, where he was
treated for abrasions and contusions to
the head and body.

Watchman Burned.

| George Barton, 57, of 342 Washington
| ast, Norwood, night watchman of the
burned cratt, was also taken to the Re-
lfef Station, following his flight from
' the ship, and treated for burns to the

head and body. Barton had a remark-
able escape. He was sleeping in the
forward Dpart of the cmn‘l close to
where the fire is believed to have start-
ed, and was awakened when the vessel's
fire signul was given by Second Mate
Silva. Barton was burned while run-
ning from his berth to a gangplank.

Only two alarms from Box 47 were
sounded for the fire, though before the
firemen reached the wharf the flames
had secured great headway. Following
the discovery of the Tire there was great
confusion among some of the petty
officers, freight handlerse and deck-
hands. Nobody seemed to know Jjust
what to do. One man ran out to At-
lantic av and looked for a policeman
instead of ringing the nearest alarm.

It is reportel that at least a dozen
jumped into the channel and were tak-
en aboard tugs Attaches of the steam-
ship corporation declare nobody jumped
overboard, but according to reports men
daid yump from the atarboard side of the
craft into the ~hannel

The crew of Engine 44, a_fireboat
moored at the Northern-av Bridge, only
100yards away from the City of Bangor
saw the Pre and were preparing to start
for it before any bell alarm_was sound-
ed, while th? apparatus at Fort Hill s
did start before any regular alarm b
been given. There was cnly a short
interval between the first and secon
alarms and it looked for a time as 1t
Chiet Mullen would have to send for
additional aid.

A Stubborn Fire.

Starting in a peak In the forward
part of the steamer the flames mount-
ed to the lower and saloon deck and
made short work of the pilot house.
Then the fire ate its way aft, destroy-

ing the saloon and countleas state-
rooms and seriously damaging thq su-
perstructure. The flames reached the
very middle of the craft before they
were checked.

From the Fort Point Channel the
water guns of the fireboats poured
thousands of gallons of water into the
steamuhip, while seven land companies
carried their lines aboard the bhout or
to_the top of sheds alng the whart,

Chief Mullen said that one remark-
able thing was that the flames skipped
eight barrels of ofl stored amldships.
How the oil escaped igniting is s
mystery.

Body Found.

It was not until the fire had been
practically extinguished that John
Hurley, a deck hand, found the body
of an unidentified man lying in the
forward cabin on the lower deck, be-
side a windlass, Chief Mullen directed
the removal of the body, and after it

was taken to the bagsage room from
the steamer, the chief engineer, his
assiatant, the first mate, steward and
baggagemaster viewed it, but could not
identify the victim. They were cer-
tain he was not a member of the crew.

The theory is that he was one of
many volunteers who boarded the
steamer, eager to assist, and that while
at work he was overcome by amoke
and dropped to the deck before help
could reach him.

The Yesta, Edwin Pmsburf, Onward, .
Metropolitan, Saturn, William BH.
Clark, Betsey Roas, Nero, Juno, James
Willey and Pallas were some of the
tugs which abandoned their usual line
of work to assist in extinguishing thc

fire.

Capt Francis J. Hird, harbormaster,
abroad the Guardian, was near the
burning steamship and when he inti-
maoted to Chief Mullen that the eraft
appeared to be sinking, the latter
promptly ordered every man off. The
steamer did not sink, however, so the
firemen resumed their work.

Victim's Description,

The young man who lost his life was
about 25 years old, welghed 120 pounds,
and was § feet 8 inches tall, with dark
brown halr and smooth face. He wore

a lght gray jJersey with long sleeves,
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Dlue serge trousers, black leather Deit
black socks, black laced shoes, and ir
his pockets was 25 cents, a handkerchie:
bearing the monogram '‘C"” and a buck
thorn handled knife with two blades.

It would appear from the fact tha!
the man was without a coat or hat tha!
he was employed in the vicinity anc
that he rushed aboard to give his assist.
ance.

The City of Bangor has figured in ¢
series of accidents. In 1834 the Bangol
was put In commission. Her first seri:
ous accldent occurred June 23, 1801
when, just as her anchors were to be¢
let go in a fog in Boston harbor, she
ran afoul of the naphtha launch Estelle
and two of the five men {n the litth
boat lost thelr lives.

8ept 98, 1902, the Cit.
ashore on Monhegan
bay, Me, when off her course in a fog
There was no loss of life, and the
steamer was afterward floated from the
place where she was beached.

Mgy 13, 1903, another foggy morning,
the City of Bangor ran squarely Intc
the Rockland Breakwater, her captain
being misled by the sound of a fog
whistle.

June 7, 1906, early {n the morning, the
City of Bangor and the City of Rock-
land, another boat of the same line,
came together {n thick weather 25 mliles
off Portland. The Clty of Bangor gol
the worst of the encounter,

July 16, 1909, the captain of the City
ot Bgngor was glven the alternatives
of ~amming a dredger anchored in
Lovejoy’s Narrows on the Kennebec
River or of going on the rocks, and he
rﬁml:!tied the dredger, the damage being

placs.

Thoge who did not wish to go to
Mgine on tne F rtland boat had thelr
money refunded. In fact, one of rhe
first things cashler Simpsgen did was tn
have transferred to him a large sam of
money with which to pay the refunds.

The officials of the Eastern Steamship
Corporation were unable to say last
night what steamer would replace the
City of Bangor. The accident occurs
at the worst time in the season, for
every steamer avallable has been run-
ning in order to accommodate the great
crowds of vacationists,

Today the steamer City of Rockland
will arrive from Bath and will go out
again tonight. ‘It wag the Intention to
begin Sunday ' sailing tomorrow, but
this arrangement will probably be
changed. t is gosslble the Ransom
B. Fuller may be shifted trom the
Portland run to replace the City of
Bangor, and the Old Colony may be
used in the Portland service tempor-

arlly,

The City of Bangor was towed to East
Boston late yesterday afternoon. It is
safe to say she will be out of commis-
sion the remaindaer of the Summer.

About 700 ?mengern. considered a
layge sailing list for the City of Ban-

or, were to have sailed for Bath. All
he 170 staterooms on t,he steamer had
been reserved. Many ‘of the passen-
gers in prospect dld not learn of the
fire’ until they reached Fosters Whart
in anticipation of salling, and when
they were notifled that the steamer
would not leava there was much scurry-
ing about and changing of plans. N
